Dear friends and loved ones, 
 
It's been a long time since I sent an update, but now things 
are moving! 
 
The last update, I believe, shared the news from my visit to 
Mass General.  That was a hard one, learning how 
advanced the cancer is, and it definitely left my attitude 
off-balance.  I pulled inward and embraced my sadness, let 
myself grieve and be depressed, knowing it would be 
temporary.  I focused on dental work and spent countless 
frustrating hours organizing my new financial status. 
 
The support and caring from all of you carried me through 
this time, though I didn't have the energy to communicate 
it. 
 
The past two-three weeks have been quite different.  I was 
"admonished" by my doctor for losing too much weight so 
quickly and began paying more attention to eating in spite 
of having no appetite.  I began to sleep better as my body 
adjusted to the pattern of waking every one to two hours 
for bathroom visits.  Those two factors alone gave me a 
better sense of "well-being" and helped me regain 
hopefulness and positivity. 
 
I do have constant pain in my liver, but it is manageable 
with some serious pain killers.  If it wasn't for that I would 
have a hard time believing I'm so ill.  It's a surreal life right 
now, especially since my health is now my full-time job! 
 
I began chemotherapy last week with no immediate 
reactions or difficulties.  The week prior to that I had a 
"Veinal Access Device", known as a port, put in my upper 
chest.  This allows easy access for medication and 
eliminates the need for IVs.  It's about the size of a 
bottlecap, but you wouldn't know it's there.  It still weirds 
me out a little, but the convenience will be worth it in the 
long run.  (It will be removed when this is all over.) 
 
I have a 2 week routine that falls on Tuesdays:  week 1 is 
intensive, with a 5 hour course of anti-nausea drugs and a 
combination of 3 major drugs, followed by a 46 hour 
infusion of the third drug.  That one is called 5-FU, which 
my sister Stephanie  and I have comically enjoyed.  Yes, 46 
hours is not a typo... an infusion company comes to the 
house and hooks me up (via the port) to a small pack 
containing the med and a $5000 electronic monitor.  It was 
very easy to deal with and didn't disrupt my activity or 
sleep.  On these weeks Stephanie comes to the hospital 
with me and then takes me to Concord for a few days... this 
is the plan for at least these first few months.  Week 2 is 
less intensive, as I don't get the 3 heavy drugs or the 

portable infusion.  Today I had this treatment and was able 
to drive myself to and from the hospital.  On the light 
weeks I stay home in Rye.  This is the plan for the next 6-9 
months. 
 
Already the learning curve has been quite steep.  I was 
actually supposed to begin last Monday, but my blood work 
(which you have prior to every treatment) showed I was 
too anemic for chemo and needed 2 transfusions.  After 
weeks of anticipation and the fear of the unknown, this 
development was a bit much... thank God for Stephanie, 
whose medical experience enabled her to tell me to be 
prepared for last-minute changes.  So I learned and decided 
to get my blood-work done on Mondays so that any 
adjustments could be done then and allow me to receive 
my scheduled Tuesday treatments. 
 
Strictly following doctor's rules presented its first real 
challenge when I had a fever last Wed night and had to 
wake my parents at 3am to take me to Concord Hospital.  
(When I called in to report the fever, the on-call doctor said 
I needed immediate blood-work to check my white cell 
count.)  Everything was, of course, fine; it appeared I had 
the beginning of pneumonia and was put on an antibiotic.  
They also did a routine pregnancy test, which came back 
positive!  I wish I had thought to look at my dad, but was 
too busy keeping myself from falling off the bed!  Evidently 
this is common for cancer patients, even men.  My first 
positive test (and you know how much I wanted 
children!) and I couldn't even enjoy it!! 
 
I can't end this update without acknowledging the 
incredible support I receive; it is so loving and generous.  
My mom and Stephanie were instrumental in helping me 
develop a regular eating schedule.  My food interests are 
much more finicky now, but I am enjoying a very healthy 
diet.  The "Angel Network" of parents at school brings me a 
healthy meal each week, which is so substantial that I 
freeze quite a bit and actually get 6-8 meals; I've received 2 
of my favorite soups, which have given me great culinary 
delight!   My colleagues have done so much to care for my 
class and me; I work with truly exceptional people.  And 
finally, the thoughtfulness and caring expressed in your 
notes and emails is just as substantial to my healing.  I wish 
I could always answer them, but please know they are 
received with joy!  Even when I'm by myself, I never feel 
alone.... 
 
I feel surrounded by love, and the presence of each of you 
in my life makes me feel so lucky and blessed.

GREETINGS FROM FIRST GRADE!

It has been almost six weeks now since the rose ceremony 
and the day when I got to tell that special first story and 
teach the children's very first main lesson.  We have been 
making so much progress it's hard to believe!  The children 
have learned their morning verse by heart, along with 
many other verses, songs, tongue-twisters and games.  
They were so very proud to be a part of the Michaelmas 
festival and are looking forward to upcoming celebrations 
like the lantern walk. They are learning the good classroom 
habits which will be the foundation of all their future 
learning - listening to teacher, raising hands, sitting well, 
moving through the rhythm of the day, being prompt and 
tidy, respecting the tools we use, respecting other 
classmates - this work is perhaps the most important work I 
will ever do with them.  And they are learning very quickly - 
I had a colleague at teacher training who told me that if I 
could just get first graders to sit in their seats and raise 
their hands before Christmas, I was doing well.  I feel proud 
of their good work.   
 

We are already into our second main lesson block, learning 
our consonants and vowels.  The children have been 
drawing beautiful pictures in their main lesson books 
representing the fairytales I have been telling.  Hidden in 
the picture is the shape of a letter which the children have 
great fun trying to discover.  We then write the letter 
together and explore the sounds the letter makes. They 
were very excited to discover that they can make their 
"forming letters" (consonants) "Speak" when they are 
paired with a "singing letter" (vowel) and moreover that 
they could in fact read and write those sounds/words 
themselves - "Mama or "Coco," for example.  This is of 
course laying the foundation for their future reading and 
writing.    When first grade is not in main lesson you will 
find us learning to knit in handwork with Ms Jess, playing 
games with Ms Martha, learning French with Madame 
Carlson (I wear a beret), painting, modeling with beeswax, 
exploring  various craft mediums like corn husks, playing 
both outdoors and in and enjoying a much-needed rest and 
story. It is a privilege to be sharing this special time with

In a recent email Maurik wrote: 
 

 άAniela and Minka are doing well. At first going to a school where everyone speaks 
Dutch was a little intimidating, and they would be exhausted when they came home.  
Minka would often fall asleep in the bakfiets (a cargo bike, see photos.) They are 
starting now to do better with the language, especially Aniela, but they still arrive 
home from school quite tired.  Aniela is now 6, and we can see a new phase 
developing.  Minka's school is actually a living room in an old Amsterdam house, where 
her teacher has a Waldorf based preschool.  This school is separate but associated with 
the main Waldorf school.  The main Waldorf school (called "Vrije School" or "Free 
School" in Dutch) is called de Geert Groote School. T here are two main locations plus 
a small third locations. The main schools go all the way until the end of high school.  Of 
the schools, Aniela's is the prettiest building, which seems to be designed to be a 
Waldorf school.  She has 22 students in her class, which is considered small.  The 
maximum is 30.  On Wednesday's there is one special child, who is deaf, that joins 
them.  She has a sister in Aniela's class and she brings her own translator, who follows 
her the whole day and signs everything that everybody is saying.  It is really a special 
sight.  Aniela has been making a few friends now at her new school, and seems to be 
fitting in well. She has very nice teachers. 
 
So all and all we are doing well here on our adventure!  We miss all of you as well and 
hope all continues to go well.
