BUILDING PROJEGGRADE 2/3 AND MR DRMENAN

Simone and Elizabeth are kneeling down and
hammering the last few nalils into the front deck of
the playhouse. Beti peelteer head out the window
and smiles at them before turning back inside to join
Lexi, James, and Olivia who are working on the

interior roof. The spring breeze blows the building
plans for a moment and MbDrennan, the teacher,
reaches out to grab the paperputs them back down
on the pallet and places a rock on two corners.
Winston, Darren, and Elly finish measuring for the
trim that will run along all the edges of the house.
Otto and Isobel are busy sawing. All of the students in
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the combined second/thirdirade class at Tidewater
School in Eliot, ME have been actively engaged in a
building project for the last couple of weeks. What
they are creating is a beautiful 6x8, cagtgle
playhouse for the early childhood students at
Tidewater to play in next year.

This playhous#uilding project is a component of the
practical arts curriculum of Tidewater, a Waldorf
inspired school. Studies of the practical arts include
farming, cooking, building, and knittingctivities that
are particularly pertinent to seconand third graders.
Rudolph Steiner, the founder of Waldorf education,
observed a change that took place in children around
the age of nine; this is when children begin to
separate from their parents emotionally, to more fully
feel their individuality, ando seek an understanding
of how they belong in the larger community. With this
awareness of child development in mind, studies of
the practical arts can help-B0 year olds find ways in
which they can connect and contribute to their
environment and commuity. During this school year,
the second and third graders at Tidewater have
picked apples, participated in cidaraking, milked

animals, and helped with mapkuigaring. They have
grown plants from seed, knitted bags, harvested
herbs for teas, and are nolwilding the playhouse.

It is not just the curriculum of the practical arts that is
addressed through the building project, but also more
conventional skill sets. Earlier in the school year,
these students studied measuremembeasuring

their classroom ad areas of their homes. Now they
are experiencing how these measurement skills apply
and seeing how the concept of measured dimension
manifests through construction. Language Arts skills
are also practiced as the students have the
opportunity to put in witing first their ideas for

building and later their reflections..

Cooperative learning and teamwork are essential
components for the success of the playhotmselding
project. The students completed most of the work on
their playhouse within a little ovea week, impressing
both themselves and their teacher. Mr. Drennan
found that one of the challenges of the project was to
sustain this flow of productivity as the variable timing
and supply needs shifted from one task to the next.
The effective functionig of the group has allowed
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
